	Aims and scope

	To make students think critically on economic growth and the “European exceptionalism” in a long-term perspective, by taking Portugal as a case study. The leading questions of the program consider Portugal’s divergent path within Europe from the 19th century onwards. The program follows a comparative perspective considering main topics such as state making and fiscal structure, financial development, business and entrepreneurial features. To introduce students with Portugal’s role in the global economy, the narrative begins with the formation of Portugal as an independent political unit and its colonial dimension since the 15th century.
