School of Firsts

25th April: thinking about the future 50 years on

50 years ago, Portugal’s economy had just gone
through the fastest-growing quarter of a century in its
history, during which it had quadrupled its real income
per inhabitant and had gone from having the world
average income per inhabitant to having more than one
and a half times the world average. On the other hand,
it was facing its biggest crisis since the First World War,
with a negative balance in the public accounts (mainly
due to the colonial war) and a balance of payments
deficit (mainly resulting from the so-called ‘first oil
shock’). European and other world economies were in
a similar situation. They too had experienced the
fastest growing quarter of a century in their history
(albeit at a slower rate than Portugal) and were facing a
crisis (from which the centrally planned socialist
economies, which at the time constituted about a third
of the world’s economy, seemed to be maintaining
relatively immune).

Over the last 50 years, Portugal’s economy has
undergone profound structural changes. It has become
part of the European economic and monetary unions
and has continued to grow, although by more than the
world average in the last quarter of the 20th century,
albeit less than the world average in the first quarter of
the 21st century.  It also underwent an outsourcing
process, having a very small primary sector and a clear
minority secondary sector. Europe, together with the
rest of the world has also changed, with Europe
building its integration, which includes Portugal, and
the world seeing centrally-led socialist economies
virtually disappear, some new major economic powers
emerge, and the incidence of some very traumatic
economic upheavals (the latest correlated to a
pandemic that had not occurred for nearly a century).

Portugal seems to be experiencing a different situation
today than it did 50 years ago. The last quarter of a
century has been disappointing in structural terms, but
the outlook seems encouraging. Meanwhile, Europe
seems to be struggling to define its priorities in the face
of the upsurge in war conflicts in its neighbouring
countries and the world seems to be facing somewhat
unknown challenges, such as structural problems in the
relationship between human societies and the natural
environment and the open conflict between the
civilisations that coexist within a contemporary world
society.

These are topics which ISEG considers it is important
to reflect on, in order to contribute knowledge of the
dynamics of the past to the conscious construction of
the future, which it plans on doing, not only in its
current activities, but also in a more systematic and
formal way over the coming months, through a series
of conferences that are being planned, in order that it’s
contribution can be more widely publicised and thus be
more useful to Portugal’s society.

CIP/ISEG Economic Climate Barometer - April 2024

The CIP/ISEG Economic Climate Barometer for April estimates a year-on-year growth of
between 1.7% to 2.1% in GDP in the f1st Quarter, and 1.1% to 1.5% in the 2nd Quarter,
due to growth in industry, construction, and services production.

"From the point of view of expenditure, the contribution to this development was
fundamentally driven by domestic demand, although external tourism demand also
continued to grow, albeit moderately," the document also points out.
